Fundraisers  

T he prison ministry has three big fundraisers a year.  The Black & White Banquet is held in 

late spring or early summer to raise funds for the òOn the Yard Crusades,ó our cookouts 

on the prison yards for the inmates.  We have singing, testimonies, preaching and one -on-one 

witnessing.  What an awesome experience!  

The motorcycle run, with Bikers for Christ, is held in late summer or early fall.  This benefits 

the Christmas Stocking Project, where 7000 stockings are filled and given to inmatesõ children 

who come to visit their parents during the holidays.  They also receive an illustrated Bible for 

kids.  

The last fundraiser of the year is always held on the Saturday before Thanksgiving.  It is a 

Christmas Tea that is very elegant. We serve tea, coffee, soup, scones, croissant sandwiches 

and dessert. We have ladies and (men) who host one or more tables.  A harpist serenades the 

participants as they eat. Ballet dancers and singers entertain, 

and a keynote speaker shares about the saving power of Jesus 

Christ. The tea is a beautiful, wonderful event.  This is our big-

gest fundraiser for everything we do through the Stocking Pro-

ject. The stockings go into the prisons, jails, and youth centers 

in Kentucky and southern Indiana.   

We appreciate all the people who provide the beautiful home-

made stockings for this Christmas event.  This special ministry 

has been active since 1983.  Praise God!
